How To Promote Your Program

#1
Word of Mouth

Ask for referrals from previous and current clients, staff and Board of Directors.

#2
Develop a Media Campaign

Send a free public service announcement to your media contacts in TV, radio and newspaper. Follow-up to ensure that your announcement is included in their calendar listing.  This is usually a free service.

Design a press release and deliver it to your media contacts.  Follow-up to get an interview on the business news and community talk shows.

#3
Success Stories

Send a press kit to potential clients and referring organizations.  Include profiles of actual businesses and entrepreneurs you have worked with, along with a background of the program.

#4
Outreach Committee

Establish a group of volunteers to go door-to-door and leave packages of information with people.  Have them post up flyers in the local community.

#5
Presentations

Do presentations about your program to case workers at your local social services and employment insurance offices.

#6
Create a Referral System

Contact organizations that are likely to have interaction with your target group, such as self-help offices and social services offices. Set up a referral system with them.

#7
Current Marketing

Include your program in your organization’s current marketing activities, such as at trade shows, on the web site and in brochures.

#8
Wall of Fame

Create a “Wall of Fame” in the reception area with pictures of your clients at their place of business, samples of their work, business cards, and information about the program.

#9
Broadcast Fax

Send a broadcast fax about your program to organizations serving your target group.

#10
Training Clearing House

Check with your local Human Resource Centre to find out if they have a training clearing house in your area.  If they do, the clearing house will send out information about your training program to other service delivery organizations.  
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
