
SEDI’s Canadian Centre for Financial Literacy is taking financial literacy on the road 
 
TORONTO, October 31, 2011 - The Canadian Centre for Financial Literacy (CCFL), a division of Social and 
Enterprise Development Innovations (SEDI), is hitting the road for Financial Literacy Month in 
November! The CCFL will be co-hosting Conversations with Community, a series of forums in cities 
across Canada in partnership with local organizations.  
 
These forums will engage community organizations in a discussion on their priorities, innovations and 
challenges in the area of financial literacy. Participants will have an opportunity to learn about initiatives 
that are occurring across the country, share resources and explore ways to collaborate. 

 
Conversations with Community will be held in the following cities: Halifax, Montreal, St. John’s (NL), 
Toronto, Vancouver, and Winnipeg.

SEDI is a charitable non-profit organization whose mission is to reduce poverty by expanding social and 
economic opportunity for low-income Canadians. In 2008 SEDI founded the CCFL, a national network 
dedicated to supporting financial literacy capacity across the country.  SEDI is also the manager of the TD 
Financial Literacy Grant Fund, providing grants to non-profit organizations that serve economically 
disadvantaged persons and groups in Canada to support and promote financial literacy.  
 
In communities across Canada, SEDI and its partners are creating opportunities for people to lift 
themselves out of poverty. Here are some highlights of our latest programming and achievements:  
 

 Successfully called upon the federal government to create a multisectoral task force that would 
help shape a national strategy on financial literacy. We are optimistic that the work of the Task 
Force will open doors for low-income Canadians to increase their financial knowledge and skills 

 Since 2008, more than 1100 front line staff in over 400 community organizations nationwide have 
been trained to deliver financial literacy programs 

 Provided financial literacy to 2,341 newcomers in Halifax, Toronto and Vancouver through the 
Financial Literacy for Newcomers Project funded by Citizenship and Immigration Canada 

 Helped hundreds of families in Montreal, Toronto, Winnipeg and Halifax to invest in Registered
